In our writing, we will continue to encourage the children to use their phonic knowledge to spell words.
Physical Development

· Within the classroom we will continue to practise fine motor and pencil skills to support the children’s ability to write.
· We will be using a variety of resources such as tools and construction equipment to develop increasing physical control.

· We will listen to a variety of music and play instruments linked to animals.

· Learning about people who take care of sick animals – Vets, Animal Rescue.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development  
We will be discussing the needs of animals and the   importance of caring for animals.  
· How to keep safe around animals. 
· How to look after pets.                                                   
· How animals can help people with a variety of needs e.g.  hearing dogs for the deaf or guide dogs for the blind. 
· What our feelings are towards animals. 

Mathematics
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We will be using the theme of All Creatures Great and Small as a stimulus for many mathematical activities. 
· We will be sorting and comparing animals using a variety of criteria such as size and pattern.  
· We will be recognising, ordering and writing numbers to 20.   
· We will be using animals to help us learn about doubling as well as adding and subtracting.
